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Very wicked, so God took his life
(Ge.38:7).

A Canaanite woman (Ge.38:2).

• He knew that his offspring would not be considered
   his, but Er's (Ge.38:9). The LORD slew him for
   spilling his seed on the ground (Ge.38:9).

• Judah asks Tamar to wait till Shelah is of age to
   marry (Ge.38:11). Tamar learned that Judah was
   not going to keep the promise of providing his
   son Shelah (Ge.38:14). Judah was concerned
   because he kept losing sons (Ge.38:11).

• Judah gave his son Onan to Tamar to perform the
   levirate marriage (Ge.38:8).

• Boaz, in the book of Ruth, had a relative who was born as a result of the
   kinsman-redeemer law. His name was Perez (Ge.38:29; Ru.4:18). 
• Boaz's ancestor married Rahab who was a Canaanite of Jericho who
   helped the Hebrew spies.
• Boaz understood something of the sacrifice Ruth made by leaving her
   country. He knew that where ones heart is, is more important than the
   country of one's birth.

• Tamar played as a harlot and
   Judah (her father-in-law) had
   intercourse with her.

• He grew to the age to marry, but Judah chose
   not to provide Shelah to Tamar.
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• She became pregnant with
   twins, Pharez and Zarah
   (Ge.38:15-30). 
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
