The phrase “most high God” is a way to address God Himself. This is a more generic term used mostly by Gentiles. The covenant
people of Israel used the name YHWH or Yahweh. The covenant name YHWH is associated with the nation of Israel and so is known
as the national name of God. This is the name God used to reveal himself to Moses (Ex.3:14; 6:2-3). YHWH occurs frequently in
relationship to God's redemptive work (Lv.26:45; Ps.19:14). So when the phrase “most high God” is used it is not referring to God
as a covenant keeping God in relation to Israel. Rather, it is a term referring to God in a universal sense. Observe the following uses
of the phrase “most high God”.
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
